For 2009-2010, Countryside Academy made Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) in English language arts and mathematics.  While we are pleased to have reached this important goal, we are continuously working to improve. We appreciate the continued support of parents, staff and our community in this effort.

State law requires that we also report additional information:

1. All pupils are assigned to the school by their grade level.

2. Each year, our 3-5 year school improvement plan is continually re-evaluated and updated based on each year’s testing results and corrective actions are addressed as determined by the school ‘s improvement committee. Staff professional development is also based on school improvement plan and on the needs of the students.  

3. Copies of the core curriculum are available in the elementary office. Written notice is required as to what specific grade and content area you wish to obtain copies of. Countryside Academy utilizes the Kent Country Curriculum and Curriculum Crafters. It is implemented in all grade levels, is aligned to the state curriculum and requirements, and there are no known variances from the state’s curriculum model.
