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March is National Reading Month and there are thirty-one days worth of good opportunities to read with and to your children. It is so important for children to experience reading as much more than just what they have to do in school to get a good grade. When girls and boys see their mothers and fathers reading for enjoyment or entertainment, to gain knowledge, skill, or understanding, a life-long good habit may begin to take hold. Emotional and psychological benefits as well as increased reading skill and interest in reading are part of the pay-off realized when parents (guardians, and other adult role models) make time and take the effort to read with or read to their children.

As a child (…a long, long, time ago!) growing up with 6 brothers and sisters, reading was never seen as a chore. It was modeled by my parents who passed on a love of reading to my siblings and myself. On long trips (in our Vista Cruiser or whatever the current model of our family station wagon happened to be…) my mother would read to us. We lived every adventure in L. Frank Baum’s “Oz” series of 14 books. Little House books were favorites, too. No matter how old or young any of us were, we never tired of having stories read to us. 

Help your child (children) develop a love of reading by reading stories to them that are age-appropriate content but may be higher than their reading ability. Have your child read stories (at their reading level) to you and 
assist them by helping them sound words, questioning them about the story as she/he reads. Ask details about the story and also some good thought-provoking questions such as: “What do you think will happen next?” “What clues in the story help you know …?” For young readers, ask, “Where did the story take place?”; “What happened first? Next? Last?”; “What was the problem in the story?”; “How was it resolved?” These are just examples, of course.
